VA Plan

Three branches

Congress bicameral


Representation based on population or amount of money 


given to central govt


Lower House of Reps



Popularly elected


Upper Senate



Chosen by House from people picked by State Leg

Congress could intervene in interstate matters

Could veto state laws

Could use force against states

Congress would choose Executive 


Could veto acts of Congress (but could be overridden)


Execute laws

Congress would choose Judicial


One supreme court


And a number of inferior courts

Congress would admit new states

NJ Plan

Unicameral Congress

States equally represented

Added power to tax

Power to regulate trade

Called for federal executive (more than 1)


Chosen by Congress

Judiciary


A single supreme court

CT Compromise

Bicameral Congress


Senate- smaller- represented equally


House of Reps- larger- based on population

The Great Compromise

3/5 Compromise

Should slaves be counted

Southern states said yes, northern said no

Free people count, 3/5 of all others

Worked for representation, but S also had to pay taxes for those 
counted

Gone with 13th Amendment in 1865

Commerce and Slave Trade Compromise

S worried that N would make $ through export tax

Also worried about slave trade

This comp. said neither could be dealt with for 20 years


No export tax


No regulation of slave trade

Congress did ban slave trade in 1808
